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PRESS RELEASE

The program for the 18th edition of TANZ IM AUGUST – INTERNATIONALES TANZFEST BERLIN is complete.

Over the course of seventeen days, Germany's largest dance festival will feature twenty-four productions, including thirteen German premieres and one world premiere. 

Tickets go on sale on June 20, 2006.

From August 17 to September 2, the festival's producers – TanzWerkstatt Berlin and Hebbel am Ufer – will present works from fifteen countries that highlight current trends and developments in the international contemporary dance scene. In addition to cutting-edge European productions, the program features new work from African, Asian, North American, and Berlin artists. 

This year's program is "framed" – both temporally and in regard to content – by new stagings of two outstanding works from the 1990's. 

The festival will be inaugurated with Michèle Anne De Mey's SINFONIA EROICA, a choreography set to music by Beethoven; one of the program's highlights, MOZART / CONCERT ARIAS by ROSAS/Anne Teresa De Keersmaeker – with live musical accompaniment by Deutsches Symphonie Orchester Berlin – will top off the seventeen-day event.

Both evenings offer today's audiences a rare opportunity to see live performances of seminal works from one of the liveliest and most influential decades in recent dance history – work that is as fresh and contemporary today as when it was first shown. 

Further highlights of the festival include choreographies by Boris Charmatz / EDNA, 

Emio Greco I PC, Benoît Lachambre / par b.l.eux, Louise Lecavalier, and the Tero Saarinen Company.
In addition to the performance program, the festival features a wide variety of events such as lectures, round-table discussions, concerts, and a coaching program for dance professionals; a film program presented in cooperation with Kino Arsenal will show works by Alain Platel and Thierry de Mey, among others.

A big party on August 18 will mark the opening of the sommer.bar at Podewils’sches Palais. In addition to a daily late-night program, which includes concerts by Mark Tompkins and Mårten Spångberg and a performance by Lone Twin, the sommer.bar offers food, beverages, massages, Internet access – and even a pool!

Beside Hebbel am Ufer and Podewils’sches Palais, this year's festival venues include Kino Arsenal, Dock 11, Haus der Berliner Festspiele, Kulturkaufhaus Dussmann, Schaubühne am Lehniner Platz, Sophiensæle, and Tanzfabrik Berlin.
